F r o m  T h e  V i c a r 
Dear people of St John’s, 

Someone said to me yesterday that 2020 now seems like a blip.  It 
was certainly a most unusual year, but we should be most thankful 
that even in Melbourne we were spared the suffering that 
COVID19 has brought to many countries, including ones with 
sophisticated health systems.  As we embark upon a new year we 
shall need to remind ourselves that we are living with COVID (at 
least potentially) rather than post COVID.  Ongoing caution and 
care will be needed until vaccinations bring this virus under control, across the 
planet.  There will be ongoing implications for the way that we organize ourselves as a 
church, and the way that we do things.  By way of example, I doubt that we shall see a 
return to drinking from the common cup at Holy Communion for a very long time, if 
ever again.   

We shall need to find a happy balance between undue nervousness, which could bring 
mission and ministry paralysis, and a carelessness that would make us an easy target for 
infection in the event that someone unwittingly carrying the virus had contact with one 
of us. 

At St John’s in 2020 we found opportunities that were not anticipated.  While much has 
been stopped and prevented in other areas, we were able to make great progress in 
terms of renewing our buildings.  This has been so much the case that stages 1 and 2 of 
our building works are very near completed.  Stage 3 is also progressing well, as is the 
Appeal to partially finance that stage.  In case you have not seen the floor plan for the 
major part of stage 3, and its elevation, please see below.  We are within 15% of 
achieving our $130,000 goal for the Building Appeal.  Please read the appeal chair’s 
comments about supporting this achievement within the coming three months.  The 
stage 3 plans are currently with the Glen Eira Planning Department, and once they grant 
approval, it will be ‘full steam ahead’ to having the plans finalized to let the contract, 
and then hopefully begin construction in April. 

But hopefully 2021 will be about very much more than just buildings.  With this in mind I 
commend to you our Mission Action Plan for 2021, and ask that you do all within your 
power to achieve it. 

Perhaps the most important part of the plan is the first goal, which is to do with 
growth.  Numbers of people have joined St John’s during 2020, many from other 
parishes, including St Christopher’s, so if we are all supporting the first goal, our 
attendance numbers should be rising, as we find the right balance between carelessness 
and reticence in resuming public worship. 

May this year be for you one of particular encouragement and blessing in your walk 
with The Lord.

solely ‘on line’ in terms of our services.  As the lockdown drew to a close, Parish 

Council determined that there would be continuing benefit in making our services 

available on line after the lockdown.  We have invested in equipment to prevent the 

live recording of our weekly services intruding on the services themselves.  Anthony 

Lyons is heading a team of parishioners who will take responsibility for live 

streaming and recording one of our two Sunday services each week.  You can access 

the service as it occurs, or at any time afterwards, by going to https://youtube.com/

channel/UCwvuRjxqlX4njbrwZJBqNXQ/live .
